Sports Day: Years 1 to 6 (Monday 8th July)
This year we are splitting Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 into two equal groups.  For Years 1, 2 and 3 the fun starts at 9:15am.  Parents are invited from 9:00am.  For the older children in Years 4, 5 and 6, Sports Day gets underway at 1:15pm and again parents are invited into school earlier at 1:00pm. Entrance for both events will be via the Westmoreland Street Entrance.
Whole School Transition Day (Friday 12th July)
A real success for us last year was our Transition Day and this will be happening again on Friday 12th July.  On that day your child will be coming to school as they will do in September.  For example, our current Reception children will be lining up on the yard to start the day in Year 1 while our current Year 4 children will be leaving from the rear exit onto the school yard as will be the case for them in Year 5.  Feel free to ask in school if you need any clarification about drop-off and pick up points.
We also hope you can come along to meet your child’s new teacher. We are inviting parents and carers in at 1:30pm.  You will have the opportunity to see your child’s new class, spend some time with them and chat with their new teacher. You don’t have to stay for the full 90 minutes but you are more than welcome to if you wish – we hope that you will!  We ask that you don’t take your child home with you but rather allow your child the opportunity to leave school as they will in September.
We will provide free teas and coffees in the hall from 3:00pm for any parents and carers who would like stay and wait to collect their children.

Year 6 Leavers Celebration Event (Tuesday 16th July)
On Tuesday 16th July, we are having a graduation event for all of our Year 6 pupils.  The itinerary is as follows:

· Year 6 stay in school at the end of the day and we will provide them with pizzas and refreshments for their tea.
· They then go and get ready for their performance and parents and carers are invited to arrive for 5:00pm 
· After the performance, staff will be presenting each pupil with a personalised certificate, there will be opportunities for photos and we have a special gift for each child. We also have a few little treats for parents and carers too.
· We expect it all to finish by 7:00pm, ensuring that your child gets home at a reasonable hour!
The whole event will incur no cost to our families.  Children will attend in uniform and are required to come to school as they would on any other day. Year 6 pupils are preparing invitations.

Children will be collected from the top field and ‘de-registered’.  Children whose parents are unable to attend will stay with their class teacher and leave at the end of the school day as normal.
