Dear parent / carer,

Nor should you put pressure on yourself to replicate the role of the class teacher.  I have been working in schools for 20 years but home schooling my three year old stands as one of my biggest challenges! 
For the reluctant learners at home, you can only encourage them. Perhaps direct them to activities you could do together in whichever way you wish. For more confident pupils, feel free to let them do more if they wish. 
Finally, we have been contacting parents / carers and pupils over the past few weeks and will continue to do this.  Next week, we will be checking in again and we are particularly keen to make contact with a few families we so far haven’t been able to.  We are keen on each occasion of contact to make sure you have everything you need from us or to see how we can be of further help. We are happy to talk about all things school-related or just to say hello and let you know we are here if you need us.
